Before coming to the topic, let us understand the core idea of cause and effect.

Aristotle (4th century BCE) explicitly discussed causality but not as a scientific law.

Islamic Golden Age — Experimental causality flourished. Ibn al-Haytham (965-1040 CE) born in Basra, Iraq, is the
founder of experimental scientific methods. He propounded that: phenomena must have physical causes verified
by observation and experiment and rejected blind authority and speculation. This is where cause—effect became
experimentally testable, a big leap toward modern science. He laid the “Foundations of Physics & Calculus” in his
book Kitab al-Manazir (Book of Optics). Ibn al-Haytham hypothesized that a body moves perpetually unless an
external force stops it or changes its direction—strikingly similar to Newton's First Law of Motion.
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AI SAYS: | “Ibn al-Haytham (Alhazen) studied the Quran and specifically utilized Qur'anic principles—such as
"believers should urge one another to truth" (Al-Asr-103:2-3) and "truth claims should be tested" (Al-Ahzab-33:8)—
as the basis for his scientific method, which prioritized skepticism and verification over following ancient
authorities.”] Quran emphasizes inductive reasoning even before the emergence of scientific methods in the world.
(Surah Zumar-39:17-18).
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Science is built on the assumption that events have causes that can be observed, tested, and explained. The core
idea of science is that nothing happens randomly, there must be a reason or set of reasons or causes for everything
that occurs in Universe. Newton Law in 1687 was the first precise, mathematical formulation of action—reaction in
science. Newton third law of motions states: For every action, there is an equal and opposite reaction. When one
object exerts a force on another object, the second object exerts an equal and opposite force on the first. This is
called “Cause and Effect Law”.

Observations (galaxy expansion, cosmic microwave background, element abundances) show that the universe
expanded from an extremely hot, dense initial state about 13.8 billion years ago. This event is called the Big Bang.
