(1):    INTRODUCTION:

In our previous post, we have studied “1-Mission of Elmdeen”, “2-Deen, Religion and Islam”,”3-What is Allah 

Why is Allah,”  “4-Quran on proofs of existence of God”, and “5-Quran and Prophet Mohammad (SAW)”. Here we 

will now study – “6-Quran on faith (Imaan) and believer (Momin)”.

FOUNDATION OF ISLAM:  اسلام کی بنیاد 
The very foundation of Islam is based on the concept of “faith” called “Imaan” in Arabic. This word also plays 

important role for success and happiness in our physical world. So, the correct understanding of the word “faith” is 

essential. Most of us adhere to the theoretical aspect of faith for example- six articles of faith (six Arkaans) and not 

follow its practical aspect as commanded in Quran. Six Articles of Faith are necessary but NOT sufficient condition 

for submission to the” Will of Allah”. Thus, it is disobedience of the command of Allah (Baqra-2:285, Hujurat-

49:15) and so we entail grave punishment in life.  We like to remain in the comfort zone of life and do not ponder 

and endeavor to come out of the box. 

 

(2): Meaning of Faith (Imaan):  ایمان کا مفہوم 

The word "faith" appears 272 time(s) in 250 verse(s) in Quran in Abdullah Yusuf Ali translation

The word(s) "believer" appears 309 time(s) in 259 verse(s) in Quran in Abdullah Yusuf Ali translation. 

Dictionary meaning of: 
 Faith means: complete confidence in someone or something; a feeling of trust that something will be successful (or hopeful).  It 

involves the heart, trust, and action. It usually produces commitment and loyalty.

Examples: (i)A patient has faith in his doctor even before treatment works. (ii). A child has faith in his parents. 

(iii).In religion, faith means trusting God and living according to His commands. 

The Arabic word for faith, ‘eman,’ comes from the root word ‘aman,’ which means safety/security. “Faith” (al-

iman) in the Arabic language also means to affirm something and to comply with it.

Belief: Belief means an acceptance that something exists or is true, especially one without proof. Belief does not automatically 

translate into action. کے۔ یقین خود بخود عمل میں تبدیل  عقیدہ: یقین کا مطلب یہ ہے کہ کوئی چیز موجود ہے یا سچ ہے، خاص طور پر بغیر ثبوت

 نہیں ہوتا ہے۔
Examples: (i)A student believes that hard work leads to success. (ii) In religion, someone believes that God exists. 

Believer means an adherent of a particular religion; a person who has a religious belief or who strongly believes that something is 

right or good. 

 
DIFFERENCE BETWEEN FAITH AND BELIEF:  عقیدہ اور یقین کے درمیان فرق 

Faith is an active, deep-seated trust or commitment, often enduring despite uncertainty or lack of evidence, while 

belief is the intellectual acceptance of something as true. Belief is a state of mind, whereas faith is a commitment 

that often results in action. Essentially, faith involves acting on what you believe.

For example: (i)A person may believe that Allah exists. (ii) But faith means obeying Allah, praying, doing good deeds, and 

trusting Him in difficulties. 

Simple Illustration: Imagine a bridge:  :سادہ مثال: ایک پل کا تصور کریں 

• Belief = You think the bridge can hold your weight. یقین = آپ کے خیال میں پل آپ کا وزن روک سکتا ہے۔ 

• Faith = You actually walk across it. ایمان = آپ واقعی اس کے پار چلتے ہیں۔

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What is Faith in Islam? 

In Islam, faith is called Īmān (إيمان). It is not just belief in the heart, but a combination of belief, affirmation, and 

action. Islamic scholars define faith as: Belief in the heart, declaration by the tongue, and action by the limbs. 

 

Let us try to understand what Quran commands on faith.  

(3):  ALLAH’S COMMANDS ON FAITH:  ایمان پر اللہ کا حکم ہے 

FAITH (IMAAN) AND DEED (AMAL) RELATIONSHIP:  ایمان اور عمل )امل( رشتہ 
“If faith is not accompanied by action, it is dead.” When there is faith, there will be actions, and your faith will be 

seen by what you do. Thus, belief is based on information, while faith is based on application. اگر ایمان کے ساتھ عمل’’ 
بنی  نہ ہو تو وہ مردہ ہے۔‘‘ جب ایمان ہو گا تو اعمال بھی ہوں گے اور آپ کا ایمان آپ کے عمل سے نظر آئے گا۔ اس طرح، عقیدہ معلومات پر م

In Islam, faith (Iman) and action (Amal) are intrinsically linked and mutually reinforcing.  

True faith is not merely an internal belief but manifests in outward actions, and good actions, in turn, strengthen 

one's faith. This interconnectedness is emphasized in the Quran and the teachings of the Prophet Muhammad (peace

Baqra-2:285. “The Messenger has believed in what was revealed to him from his Lord, and [so have] the believers. 

All of them have believed in Allāh and His angels and His books and His messengers, [saying], "We make no 

distinction between any of His messengers." And they say, "We hear and we obey. [We seek] Your forgiveness, 

our Lord, and to You is the [final] destination."— Saheeh International. [Similar Verse-Nisa-4:136] 

 
Explanation by Ibn Kathir: 

Allah's statement, And they say, "We hear, and we obey,''   

means, we heard Your statement, O our Lord, comprehended and implemented it, and adhered

(4):  Quran Definition of True Believer (Momin): سچے مومن کی قرآنی تعریف 
 

Huzurat-49:14-15. “(14. The Bedouins say: "We believe.'' Say: "You do not believe. But say, `We have submitted,' 

for Faith has not yet entered your hearts. But if you obey Allah and His Messenger, He will not decrease anything in 

reward for your deeds. Verily, Allah is Forgiving, Most Merciful.'') (15. The believers are only the ones who have 

believed in Allāh and His Messenger and then doubt not but strive with their properties (wealth) and their lives in 

the cause of Allāh. It is those who are the truthful. ( Such are the sincere ones.)” — Saheeh International 

 

 
Translation by Ibn Kathir:

believers who do righteous deeds that they will have a great reward. “— Saheeh International

Kahf-18:2. “(He hath made it-Book) Straight (and Clear) in order that He may warn (the godless) of a terrible 

Punishment from Him and that He may give Glad Tidings(news) to the Believers who work righteous deeds that 

they shall have a goodly Reward.” [Yusuf] 
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(5): BELIEVERS AND DECEIVERS:  :مومن اور دھوکہ دینے والے 
 

These Believing in Allah and the Last Day are NOT Believers but Deceivers. 

 یہ اللہ اور یوم آخرت پر ایمان رکھنے والے مومن نہیں بلکہ دھوکے باز ہیں۔

Baqra-2:8-10. “And of the people are some who say, "We believe in Allāh and the Last Day," but they are not 

believers. They [think to] deceive Allāh and those who believe, but they deceive not except themselves and perceive 

[it] not. In their hearts is disease, so Allāh has increased their disease;1 and for them is a painful punishment because 

they [habitually] used to lie.” — Saheeh International 

Footnote – 1. The "disease" mentioned here includes doubt, hypocrisy, arrogance and disbelief. 

 
Yusuf Ali Translation Note Number : 33 

We now come to a third class of people, the hypocrites. They are untrue to themselves, and therefore their hearts are 

diseased (ii. 10). The disease tends to spread, like all evil. They are curable but if they harden their hearts, they soon 

pass into the category of those who deliberately reject light.
