The Quran places immense, foundational emphasis on the acquisition of knowledge, framing it as a primary duty, a
means to understand Allah and Allah's creation, and a pathway to spiritual elevation.

In Arabic, worship is called ‘' Ibaadah’, which is noun - *4bd’, meaning ‘a slave.’ A slave is one who is expected to do
whatever his master wills. In Islam, ibadah is “worship” which means obedience, submission and devotion to the Will of God.
Worship involves striving to please Allah through actions, thoughts, and intentions, both internally and externally.
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“Worship means cognition (ma'rifah) of Allah, obedience and submission to the will of Allah.”

As per above verse of Alaq-96:1-5, Pen is used both for the purpose of acquisition as well as dissemination of
knowledge. Hence using pen to write is command of Allah.

Learning by reasoning means understanding the “why” and “how” behind something, not just remembering the answer.
Thus, you use logic, thinking, and explanations. The tvo— Why and How —are “argument or reasoning,” that is, they
are meant to convince or persuade or answer a listener that some state of affairs is true and that another is false.
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As per dictionary, reason means: think, understand, and form judgements especially based on practical facts:
Reason helps us distinguish between true and false, right and wrong, or good and bad decisions.

@ Example: You see dark clouds in the sky and decide to carry an umbrella.

— You used reason to predict it might rain.
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Reasoning is the process of drawing conclusion based on evidence.

In other words, reasoning is the act or process of drawing conclusions/answers/judgement/decision from facts, evidence, etc.
Logic is the study of the principles or rules of correct reasoning.

Reasoning is the means by which human beings understand themselves to think about cause and effect, truth and
falsehood, and what is good and bad and what is wrong or right. Reason is that by which we protect ourselves from
falsehood, error and evil-doing. Reason allows us to better understand our world, interact with our world and live
in our world.
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How do people make important life decisions? Some people make many decisions based entirely on intuition and emotion. But
better decisions can be made by gathering facts, figures, asking for advice, and considering the consequences of choosing
various options. There are mainly two methods of logical reasoning- deductive reasoning (or deductive argument) and
inductive reasoning or inductive argument.

The Quran defines wisdom (Hikmah) as a profound, divine gift that enables correct judgment, distinguishing truth
from falsehood, and understanding the deeper purpose behind creation. It is described as "abundant good" granted by
God to those with insight, often paired with scripture, and considered the hallmark of the righteous and the intellectual.
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The word(s) "knowledge" appears 180 time(s) in 176 verse(s) in Quran and "wisdom" appears 87 time(s) in 86 verse(s) in
Abdullah Yusuf Ali translation. Hikmah (also Hikmat, Arabic: 4Ss hikma, literally wisdom, philosophy; rationale, underlying
reason, is a concept in Islamic philosophy and law.
